After the extraordinary retrospective devoted to him by the National Museum of Fine Arts

in Buenos Aires, Roberto Platé is exhibiting at the gallery Mazarine Variations a stone's throw
from the Institut de France.

Roberto Platé was one of the flagship artists of the avant-garde of Buenos Aires at a time
when Argentina experienced a brief period of liberalism. But in 1968 the scandal caused by
his Los Bafios installation and military censorship drove him into exile.
